The U.S. Department of State’s Benjamin A. Gilman International Scholarship (Gilman) Program enables American undergraduate
students with high financial need to study or intern abroad through scholarships of up to $5,000. The Gilman-McCain Scholarship
for Military Families also supports child and spousal dependents of active or activated duty military members by providing awards
of $5,000. Students studying critical need languages are eligible for a supplemental award up to $3,000, and students conducting
STEM research abroad are eligible for a supplemental award up to $1,000. Since its inception in 2001, the Gilman Program has

provided access and opportunity to study abroad for more than 41,000 exceptional U.S. undergraduate students, who have gained

skills critical to their personal and professional development, as well as for our national security and economic prosperity.
